2008 Edgewood Junior Golf

Junior Golf League (Maximum of 20 juniors) $140/student

This program consists of six half hour lessons. After each lesson the students will play a competitive nine hole
round of golf. This program is designed for the junior golfer who has a general understanding of the basics of the
game, and is looking for more in-depth instruction while participating in a competitive atmosphere. Junior must
be able to demonstrate the ability to legitimately shoot 65 or less in a 9-hole round of golf. These lessons include
the following;

* In depth instruction, in a small group setting

* Video tape swing analysis

Edgewood uses the “SNAG” golf system, which consists of instructional golf equipment designed
for young children.
